2010 CNYFastpitch Tournament Rules (All Age Groups)
RULES

1. Ages:  Girls 12/14/16 & Under as of January 1, 2010.

2. A.S.A. official rules will apply.  All protests are to be resolved at the time of the protest.  Umpire-in-Chief and/or Tournament Director will have final say.  Pitcher/Catcher courtesy runners are OPTIONAL
3. Roster:  Maximum of 18 players.  The final rosters and proof of insurance (copy or original) MUST be given to the Tournament Director no less than one hour prior to the start of your first game.  

4. Home and away status will be determined by a coin toss prior to the beginning of each game.  This is true of all games INCLUDING bracket play.  The team who traveled the furthest distance will call the coin toss.

5. The home team will be the official scorekeeper for all games.  Scores must be turned into the Tournament Directors table promptly after the game ends.  

6. There will be NO infield practice on the diamonds.  Please complete your pre-game warm-up in the outfield.  Absolutely NO SOFT TOSS into any fence in the complex.

7. An 8 run mercy rule will be in effect after 5 complete innings of play.

8. The round robin standings will be determined as follows:

A. Best record

B. Head to Head (only applicable if ALL teams involved have played each other)

C. Fewest runs allowed in all games

D. Runs scored

E. Coin toss  

9. 1.5 hour time limit during round robin play on Saturday (weather permitting).  Teams will be allowed to finish the inning despite the time limit.  No new innings will be started UNLESS the game is tied. There will be no time limits on Sunday (weather permitting).  
10. The international tie breaking rule will be used in all games including championship play after the seventh inning or when the time limit is reached.
11. Forfeits are recorded as a 5-0 score.

12. All final brackets and format for playoffs are to be determined by the number of teams entered and is subject to change at anytime.  Your flexibility is appreciated.

13. Dugouts are first come first serve.

14. Each team is responsible for their own insurance.  Northern Onondaga Youth Sports Complex, the Town of Cicero, Tournament Directors, and the Umpire-in-Chief assume no responsibility for insurance or injury.  

15. In the event of bad weather, our staff will do the best that we can to get the fields in playable condition.  It is our goal to make sure teams are getting in as many games as possible.  However, to make this possible, the above stated rules may be modified.  Depending on the severity of the weather situation, we may have to reduce the time limits of each game.

16. In the event of bad weather, coaches are responsible for calling the Tournament Director for field updates and weather conditions.  Tracey Roman can be reached via cell phone at (315) 882-1739.

17. Drop Dead Format may be used in extreme weather situations.

Drop Dead Format Defined:  Example:  2 hour time limit.  At the end of two hours, the winner will be determined by the score of the last full completed inning.  If the score was 5-2 at the end of the 6th inning and team A scored 4 runs in the top of the 7th making the score 5-6, the score would revert back to 5-2 if the time limit was reached prior to the completion of the 7th inning.  If anyone has any questions about this rule, please do not hesitate to ask me about it.  

18. YOUR team is responsible for picking up their trash after each game.  Your cooperation is greatly appreciated in enforcing this rule.

19. To keep games running on time…make sure your team hustles on and off the field.

20. Uniform tops must be tucked in.

FORMAT:  Round robin play.  Every team is guaranteed four games (weather permitting).  

AWARDS:  Team awards will be awarded to the champion and runner-up team.

STARTING TIMES:  Will depend on the final number of teams entered.  

CONCESSION STAND:  Our concession stand will be in full operation.  We offer breakfast, lunch, and dinner items.  We encourage your team to use it.  Due to NYS health codes, our concession stand is NOT ALLOWED to fill water jugs.  Teams are however; welcome to bring their own water into the park.  

OUR COMPLEX:  Cicero is a suburb of Syracuse, New York.  We have four softball diamonds all of which are lighted.  We also have permanent bathrooms and do not charge for admission.  We are located roughly 7 miles from the great Carousel Center and are conveniently located near motels, restaurants, theatres, I-81, and the NYS Thruway.
